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Montpelier SculptCycle 2009 Tour on Saturday, August 15 
For the second year in a row visitors to downtown Montpelier have been pleasantly surprised as they find interesting, beautiful, and mysterious SculptCycles, sculptures made with recycled bicycle parts, as they wonder around town.  These SculptCycles are part of a city-wide art exhibit organized by the Montpelier Downtown Community Association to help create a sense of community while promoting environmental stewardship through bicycling and recycling. 

In order to introduce the public to the new SculptCycles and the artists that created them, a SculptCycle tour is scheduled for Saturday, August 15.  The tour will begin at 1:00 pm in front of Christ Church on State Street, next to the Farmer’s Market and across the street from the Post Office, meandering throughout town and ending at The Lazy Pear Gallery, at 154 Main Street, where an artist reception will be held at 3:00 pm. During the tour, SculptCycle artists will talk briefly about their work and participants will have an opportunity to ask questions.
SculptCycle artists include Angelo Arnold, John Batten, Robert Hitzig, Linda Hogan, Ward Joyce, Delia Robinson, and Lochlin Smith of Montpelier; Axel Stohlberg, of Middlesex; Kate Wanner of Waterbury; Sofia Shatkivska of Washington; Josh Langlais of Waitsfield; James Irving of Morrisville; Marisa Dipaola of Brattleboro; Paul Hilliard of West Pawlett; Patrick Purcell of New Milford, CT; and Simon Larochelle of Montreal. For their participation, artists have received a $250 stipend and will receive 80 percent of the sale price.
